You must wear your number on the front 
of your vest or Tshirt. 

 
The race is run over different terrains, so it 
is impossible to marshal every corner. 
Every effort has been made to ensure that 
indication arrows are in place where     
necessary, with marshals at all crucial 
junctions. 
 
All runners and supporters are asked to 
take care.  There are many vantage points 
along the route to see the runners. 
 
Cross all roads with care and give way to 
traffic where necessary. Take notice of    
instructions from marshals and police. 
 
When finishing your stage make sure your 
number is visible and stay in order until 
you receive your horsebrass.

 Under the bypass at Fox’s Boat-
yard, ascend the steps.  Cross the 
river by the footpath over the 
bridge. Turn left and continue 
along the river bank into West 
End Park. The take-over point is 
in the park, at the Bandstand. 
 

Please note that the route 
goes under the bypass. 

Please do not attempt to 
cross over on the bypass.

Leave Manor Leisure Centre through 
gate in the playing field, turn right. 
Pass Ashline Lock and over railway 
gates. (Follow Marshals instructions.) 
Turn left down to pumping station and 
follow the river round to blockhouse,  
over river bridge, then sharp right over 
stile and follow the river bank (this will 
be signed and marshalled).  Continue 
along river bank, over 2 more stiles to 
main road. 
Proceed down the road to the corner and turn left to the river bank and  follow 
the bank to the second bridge.   
 
 
 
 
 
Drivers suggested route: take 
A605 from Whittlesey turn-
ing right to  Turves 
 

 

NO PARKING in Manor Leisure Centre. 
 
Toilets, showers and changing at The 
Manor Leisure Centre. 

 

Please park in town centre car parks 
and walk  to Manor Leisure Centre.  
 
 

New route 
 
 Don’t go under railway bridge but 
bear right onto road then take a left to 
farm track, right onto road and take 
the first road on the left Quakers 
Drove.        
 
Spectators viewing point .  

 
 

Continue to  river bank and 
keeping to the riverbank, pass-
ing through maintained garden 

and  passing QV Foods fac-
tory on left. 
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There follows a long straight run of 
variable terrain. Crossing the Meridian 
Line.  

Follow diversion around Middle Level  
building project to come back onto bank. 
 
Carry on round Fox’s boatyard.
